
Union Minister of State for Agriculture and Farmer’s Welfare Shri Kailash 
Choudhary visited ICAR-DRMR and had interaction meeting with Farmers and 

honored innovative farmers 

 

The Minister of State (MoS) for Agriculture and Farmers Welfare, Government of India, 
Shri Kailash Choudhary visited ICAR-Directorate of Rapeseed-Mustard Research, 
Bharatpur on August 17, 2019 and assessed ongoing research activities in the 
Directorate. He stressed upon doubling the farmers income by 2022 for which he 
advised the scientific community to develop climate resilient production and protection 
technologies, including varieties. He said that, farmer's loan waiving is not a permanent 
solution for overall development of agriculture and allied sector in the country. India 
Government desires and planning in way that farmers’ should be strengthened and 
should become loan providers instead loan seekers. He stressed on  integrated farming 
to make agriculture more profitable and in that way it could become first priority of rural 
youth. Farmers should become job providers instead of job seekers. Shri Choudhary 
took keen interest in institute's ongoing research and extension activities and 
appreciated institute's efforts in developing location specific high yielding mustard 
varieties and production and protection technologies. On this occasion, he invited 
farmers for their views on different farmer’s welfare schemes of Government of India 
under operation and constraints being faced by farmer’s in enhancing their income to 
fulfill the Honb’le Prime Minister’s dream of doubling farmer’s income by 2022. He 
stressed upon establishment of maximum numbers of FPOs which will enable, not only 
reduce the cost of cultivation  but,  to realize  better returns of their produce. 

Earlier Dr. P.K.Rai, Director, ICAR-DRMR, welcomed the Minister. Dr. Rai in his 
welcome address said that about 250 location specific production and protection 
technologies, including 197 high yielding rapeseed mustard varieties, have been 
developed by the Directorate and through AICRP on Rapeseed-mustard. Since 
inception of the Directorate at Bharatpur in 1993, the production and productivity of 
Rapeseed-Mustard in the country has increased by about 50 and 63%, respectively. In 
Rajasthan, the production and productivity increased by about 50 and 119%, 
respectively.  

On this occasion, Honb’le Minister honored some progressive farmer’s for their 
innovations. Minister, along with Honb'le Member of Parliament, Bharatpur Mrs. 
Ranjeeta Koli and farmer's took part in plantation of 600 plant in the campus. He also 
inaugurated  newly built Community center in the campus. 
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
